	Aim:

	1. Warm-up 
	1. T plays the song “Happy Birthday to You” and asks students to stand in front of the numbers with months written in English.

2. T invites student(s) whose birthday is in the month to stand up and others sing the song “Happy Birthday to You”.

3. T asks Ss what they usually do on their birthday. Ss talk about their experiences.

4. T tells Ss that “Today, we’re going to read a story about Amy’s birthday.”

And asks Ss to close their books and listen to the CD carefully.
	5 min.

	2. Presentation


	1. T plays CD and asks Ss to listen to the story without reading the text.

2. T asks Ss what they’ve heard from the CD.

   3.  T writes down (or show the flash cards) the words Ss named.

   4.  T introduces the vocabulary and
       asks students to repeat several times.

5.  T plays DVD of the story to let students get the whole picture of the story.
	10 min.



	3. Practice 

	Activity 1: Listen and Act

(1) T introduces gestures of vocabulary, for example, “look” – put circles in front of eyes, “father” – throw balls, “birthday” – baby crying…etc. and ask Ss to imitate.

(2) T reads the story, when the words were heard, Ss have to do the gesture.

      Activity 2: Listen, Read and Touch

T pastes the flash cards on the board and asks Ss to touch the words that T says.

	4. Production 
	1. Role play.
2. Ss make their own birthday story books.

Ss read their story books to their partners.

	Ask Ss to read their story book to parents and have parents grade and sign.
