2. What is Reader’s Theater?
· Reader's theater is often defined by what it is not -- no memorizing, no props, no costumes, no sets. 
3. Why Reader’s Theater?
· Reader's theater frees the performers and the audience from the physical limitations of conventional theater, letting the imagination soar. 
· Reader’s Theater involves children in oral reading through reading parts in scripts. It involves children in understanding their world, creating their own scripts, reading aloud, performing with a purpose, and bringing enjoyment to both themselves and their audiences.

4. Why Reader’s Theater?
· Reader’s Theater gives children a purpose for writing, for reading, and for sharing their learning by bringing others into the joyful "imagination space" they create. 
· Reader’s Theater is a simple, effective and risk-free way to get children to enjoy reading. 

5. Tips on Scripting - 1
· Almost any story can be scripted for reader’s theater, but some are easier and work better than others. In general, look for stories that are simple and lively, with lots of dialog or action, and with not too many scenes or characters.

7. Tips on Staging - 1
· There are many styles of reader’s theater. In the most traditional style:
· Readers are arranged in a row or semicircle, sitting on high stools or standing.
· Scripts are often set on music stands.
· Readers look straight out toward the audience or at an angle, rather than looking at each other.

8. Tips on Staging - 2
· The Chamber Readers approach are:
· Characters move around the stage much as in a play, acting out or suggesting the movements described in the story, often by simple mime devices like walking in place.
· Though narrators look at the audience, characters most often look at each other.
· Scripts in sturdy binders are held in one hand, leaving the other hand free for gesturing.
· A set of low stools and a single high stool serve as versatile stage scenery/props.

10. Tips on Reading - 1
· Mumble, mumble, Stop and stumble. Pages turn And readers fumble.

12. Two Different Ways to Use Reader’s Theatre
· Have your students rehearse, read and perform a previously prepared reader’s theatre script in class. Discuss the story and invite students to give each other constructive criticism on their acting. You might use this as a kickoff to other language arts-based activities. 
· Have your students find a piece of literature and then adapt it into a reader’s theatre script. Students will then rehearse, read and perform their script in class. Feedback will be given not only on students’ performances, but also on the creativity that went into their script adaptation. 

13. How to Adapt a Script?
· Choose a story or section of a book that is between 3-5 minutes long and photocopy it. 
· Decide what characters and narrators are needed and assign a marker color to each. 

· Highlight all dialogue with the appropriate marker. 

14. How to Adapt a Script?
· The text that is left is narration. Assign narration creatively by determining which character it pertains to and splitting it between the character and the character’s narrator.
· Add creative touches wherever possible.

· You are now ready to assign parts and rehearse.  Review "student objectives" with the students.  Make sure they take the work seriously and adhere to the objectives.
