Flash cards

Ice breaker

1. Family reunion

1) May I have a special helper for two minutes? (scissors)
2) Ask volunteer to cut each flash cards into 2-3 pieces and give each piece to ppl at different table.

3) Prepared some already cut pieces to those who don’t have card pieces.

4) Everybody stand up and go find your family and have a family reunion…say out loud the word when puzzle pieces have found together.
2. Domino 
1) We need two sets of small flash cards. Usually we can use the small vocab cards on the back of the textbook
2) Scotch tape a picture with a vocab not related, for example, “monkey” picture on the left, the word card “ant” on the right.
3) Give each person several taped cards. 

4) Find out your vocab or picture connected t what you are holding 
5) Line up and make it your table Domino

6) Find out who is the last one didn’t get the other half

7) Option: Your table can turn one cards vertical to make the whole domino U shape or into whatever shape.
3. Missing Consonant- cut off the space of first letter in flash card.

4. Dialogue bubbles – cover part of the dialogue/ sequencing
Paper Wheels:
1. Phonics wheels: for big class needs to blow the pattern up.

2. Other material phonics prop: mei-li-pi 

3. Farm animals 

4. Sentence wheels

First we need to make one cut on each circle to the middle, then we need to put the two circles one on top of the other, and at the place where the two circles are cut, move part of the top circle onto the bottom and part of the bottom onto the top.
