4、 Ms. Monica Moreland, Ms. Silvia Chen, and Ms. Staycie Lievens進行分組英語教學觀摩：

1. North America Gym and Dance Lesson Plan
By Monica Moreland

Objectives:

SWBAT: follow directions to perform the dance they are learning.

SWBAT: perform the dance in front of other students.

SWBAT: use the vocabulary to describe the dance to other students.

Vocabulary: 

3rd to 5th grades:  Forward, back, right, left, leader, together, turn, step, beat, music, follow

Target Language:

Step forward. 

Step Back. 

Step to the right.

Step to the left.

Step together.

Listen to the beat of the music.

You are the leader, and you will follow.

Now, let’s turn.

Time:

100 minutes:  80 minutes for practice and 20 minutes for assessment/presentation 

Teaching Aids:

CD player with Swing music

Location:

Gym and Dance Room

Assessment:

Students will divide up into four groups. Each group goes to a different room to meet up with other classes. Students will demonstrate the steps they learned that day. The students will call out the movements to the step as they demonstrate, using the target language.

Procedures:

1) Seat the students on the floor. Introduce yourself and introduce the dance we’ll be doing. 

2) The teacher will demonstrate the basic step and some other fun steps to do with swing dancing.

3) Have them find a partner. One partner will stand in a long line, facing the wall that has the sporty pictures, while the other partner sits against the wall.

4) The teacher will slowly show the “followers” what the Basic Step is for them. Step with your right foot in place, and then step with your left foot in place. Then, rock back on your right foot, slightly behind where your left foot is placed. Then step with your left foot in place again. Bring your feet back together.

5) Now, the “followers” will try the Basic step, and the teacher will monitor.

6) The “followers” will keep practicing while the “leaders” will get in line, facing away from the sporty pictures. 

7) The teacher will demonstrate the Basic step for the “leaders”. Step in place with the left foot, and then step in place with the right foot. Then, rock back on the left foot, slightly behind the right foot. Then step with the right foot and bring your feet back together.

8) Now, the “leaders” will try the Basic step while the teacher monitors.

9) Use a student to help demonstrate how the two come together, and then have the partners try dancing the Basic step together.

10) When they are ready, try it with music.

11) Once they’ve got that, then they can learn to rotate the Basic step by just stepping with the first foot in one direction or the other.

12) Teach them how to do the kick step. After the Basic step, the “follower” steps with the right foot out to the side a little to the front. Then kicks their left leg up to the right side of their partner. Then kicks the right leg up. At the end of that kick, swing the kick down and step back into the original place for the foot. Then step forward to the left of the partner with their left foot. Kick with the right leg to the left of their partner and then kick with the left leg. Swing the left leg back to step into the original place in front of the partner. They are ready to step with the right foot next for a Basic step.

13) The “leader” does the Basic step and then steps across to the right side of their partner with the left foot. Then kicks with the right leg and then the left leg to the right of their partner. Swing the left foot back to the original spot. Then step with the right foot to the left of their partner. Kick with the left foot, and then the right foot. Swing the right foot back to the original spot. They are ready to step with the left leg for the Basic step.

Try it with music. Make sure the students call out the steps. Have each group demonstrate to show they are ready to present to the rest of the classes.
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2. North America Kitchen Lesson Plan—Rice Krispie Treats
By Silvia Chen
Students:

3rd to 4th grade
Objectives:

SWBAT: recognize vocabulary relate to making rice krispie treats.

SWBAT: follow directions to make rice krispie treats.

SWBAT: tell other students how to make rice krispie treats.

Vocabulary: 
※ Food: snack, butter, marshmallow, Rice Krispie

※ Action verbs: mix, put, take, make

※ Utensils: bowl, spoon

Target Language:

Let me teach you how to make rice krispie treats.

1. Put the butter and marshmallows in a bowl.

2. Put the bowl in the microwave for 2 minutes.

3. Mix them together.

4. Put 6 cups of Rice Krispies in a larger bowl.

5. Put the butter and the marshmallows into the large bowl and mix quickly.

6. Put it in a pan and push it down flat.  

*For advanced Ss do "first, then, next, after that, last"

Time:

100 minutes: 80 minutes for making food and practice and 20 minutes for assessment/ presentation.

Teaching Aids:

6 cups rice krispies

40 big marshmallows

3 tablespoons of butter

Location:

Kitchen

Assessment:

Students will divide up into four groups. Each group goes to a different room to meet up with other classes. Students will demonstrate how to make salsa chips which they learned that day and share the food they made with other classes.
Procedures:

1) 10 minutes Knowing/ Tasting the ingredients for rice krispie treats.

2) 5 minutes Practice the action we will be doing during preparation.

3) 5 minutes Recognize the utensils we will use for rice krispie treats.

4) Divide the students into groups of 3-4.

5) 20 minutes Demonstrate how to make rice krispie treats.  Also go through the posters of ingredients and “How to prepare”.

6) 20 minutes It’s kids’ turn to make their food.

7) 5 minutes Clean the kitchen.

8) 20 minutes Prepare and practice for assessment/ presentation.
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3. North America: Going to the Post Office
by: Staycie Lievens
Objectives: 

SWBAT buy stamps from the post office.

SWBAT write their address on a post card.

SWBAT design a post card for different landmarks.

Vocabulary: 

3rd to 6th graders:  postcard, stamp, Taiwan, international, address, greeting, message, closing, post office, mail  *5th and 6th graders will also be required to use names of landmarks (i.e. the White House)

Target  Language: 
A: Hello, I’d like to mail this.

B. What is it?

A. It is a postcard.

B. How would you like to mail it?

A. I’d like____

B. Ok. 

A. When will it get there?

B. In 10 days.

A. That’s OK.

B. That will be ________dollars.

A. Ok, thank you.  (pay)

Target Language (3-4th grade)

A. Hello, how may I help you? 

B: I’d like to send this post card/letter by airmail to Taiwan.(Air mail to Taiwan, please.)

A: Does it have the proper address?

B. Yes. 

B: How much is it for the stamps?

A: It is 5 dollars. 

B. Ok, thank you. 

Time: 100 minutes – 80 minutes for practice and 20 minutes for assessment/presentation
Teaching Aids: Stamps, postcards, pens/pencils, markers

Location:
Post Office
Assessment:
Students will present what they learned about the post office to their classmates during the final Windows on the World portion of class.  They will share their post cards and identify the parts of the post card they worked on and who they sent their postcard to.  They will also share with the class what landmark is on the front of their postcard and why they chose that landmark.
Procedures:
1) Students will share their experiences about going to the post office.  The teacher will lead a discussion that could include questions such as why do we go to the post office ( i.e. to mail a letter, send a package, etc.), what questions would ask at a post office ( i.e. How much is a stamp?  When will my package get there?).  The teacher will then introduce the vocabulary for this session, using flashcards relative to the post office. 

2) The teacher points to the cards and asks students to repeat the words.  The teacher then plays a game where students will come up with the correct flashcard when T says the word using teams to encourage participation.  For example, the teacher says “Stamp” and one student must run up from each table with the correct card.   

3) After introducing the vocabulary, the students will take a tour of the post office and identify the parts of the post office that are important to class that day.  The teacher will demonstrate how to go to the post office and interact with the postal workers.  The students will demonstrate how to buy stamps and how to mail their postcards.  The students will take turns being the postal worker and the customer.

4) The students will discuss what types of things are said around the post office and what types of conversation they could have when they are mailing their post cards.  Here is some sample dialogue: 

A: Hello, I’d like to mail this.

B. What is it?

A. It is a postcard.

B. How would you like to mail it?

A. I’d like____

B. Ok. 

A. When will it get there?

B. In 10 days.

A. OK.

B. That will be ________dollars.

A. Ok, thank you.  (pay)

5)
 Demonstrate how to write a Post Card  The teacher will demonstrate how to write a message/address a postcard.  Ss will then use the T’s model to write their post cards to a friend. 
6)
Activity: Write your postcard   Each student will write a message home about one of the places they saw on their “trip” to that week’s continent.  Ss need to include the name of one of the landmarks they learned about.  They will also need to identify the body of the postcard (where the message is written).  Ss will also write their address on the post card and draw a picture of one of the landmark they chose to write about in Windows on the World.  The dialogue should be flexible.

Assessment  Students will present their post cards to the two classes during the last portion of Windows on the World.
