	Welcome / Introduction / Power Point – Welcome the students to Laosong Elementary School and to the Hotel Classroom.  Divide the class into 4 teams.  Begin the lesson with the Hotel Power Point presentation.  This presentation will go over the vocabulary that the students will encounter in today’s lesson that they may be unfamiliar with.  While going over the vocabulary, elicit responses from the students.  Check for pronunciation and understanding.  Vocabulary includes:
· Flag identification: Canada, Taiwan, America, Italy

· Types of hotel rooms: single room, double room, and triple room

· Hotel terminology: ‘check-in’, ‘checkout’, ‘day,’ ‘date,’ ‘get around.’ 

Independent Activity – Give each team a binder and a dry erase marker.  Go over each question and response.  Teacher reads question aloud and prompts students to read the response aloud.

Teams will find the answers to these questions by putting together a series of puzzles.  Place bag #1 on a group of desks or table.  This will be Table #1.  Place bag #2 on another group of desks.  This will be Table #2, etc.  Do the same for the remaining 4 bags.  In the end, you’ll have 6 tables or centers with a bag of puzzles on each table.
Direct the students’ attention to the puzzle numbers next to each question.  Explain that the puzzle number will tell them which table to go to in order to answer that question.  Once they go to that table, each team is to take out the puzzle that has the same color border as the color of their binder.  Emphasize that team members need to stay together at all times.  The teacher should not see members of the same team working separately on different puzzles.  
Once the team has successfully put together their puzzle, they are to fill in the blank in their binder and notify the teacher.  Bring students’ attention to the word bank on the left side of their binder.  This word bank will help them to correctly spell the answers to the questions in their binder.  Once the team has notified the teacher, the teacher will then go to that team and ask each student, individually, the question related to that puzzle.  The teacher will listen to each student’s response and check for correct pronunciation.  Emphasize that teams are not allowed to move on to the next puzzle until they have notified the teacher and the teacher has heard each team member correctly respond to the given question.        
Hotel Receptionist Game  - 
If time remains, play the ‘Hotel Receptionist Game.’  Explain to the students that they have to imagine they are in a hotel at the receptionist’s desk. Unfortunately, the hotel receptionist cannot understand them when they speak and so they have to mime to him/her. 

Ask for volunteers.  Call one or two students to come to the front of the room.  Hand that student(s) one Hotel Problem Card and tell them that they have to mime what is on the piece of paper to the whole class who are going to imagine that they are all receptionists. The ‘receptionists’ are going to guess what is being mimed. Note that they (the receptionists) can speak but the student(s) who are miming cannot; they can only act/gesture/mime.

Allow the student(s) who are miming, a couple of minutes to act out their problem.  If, after a couple of minutes, the other students cannot guess, the teacher can reveal, using the Power Point slide presentation, the problem that the students were trying to act out.  Students should read the problem aloud.
Problems:
1.  There isn’t any hot water in my bathroom.

2.  There are mosquitoes in my room.

3.  The toilet is broken.

4.  We asked for a double bed but there is only a single bed in our room.

5.  There’s loud music coming from the disco below.

6.  Our room is very, very cold.

7.  The telephone doesn’t work.

8.  The shower is broken.

9.  The people in the next room are very noisy. 10. I need a wake-up call for 6 am. 11. I cannot turn on the television in my room. 12. I would like to have my clothes dry cleaned. 13. Can I use the fitness center? 14. Where is the swimming pool? 15. I would like to change some traveler’s checks.

16. My room key does not work.
