A. Extensive independent reading and writing to expand word knowledge.

· Reading interesting books for students.

· For multiple level classes, if you have library or available books in your classroom, you can let students who finish their assignments, exercises, or quizzes quickly pick a book to read.
B. Instruction in specific words to enhance comprehension of texts containing these words.
· Independent writing: Let students write a fiction, none fiction, or report on holidays.

· Partner aids: Put students into small or large groups, and let them work together.

· Encourage students to write or read.

· Story Books:
I. The Cow Buzzed - Let students guess what sounds the animals go or what the story is about.

II. Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see？ Let them hear words a lot of times. Take out several puppies, such as black monkey, pink pig, etc. and ask students “What do they see?” They will answer “I see a pink pig looking at me.”
C. Instruction in independent word - learning strategies.
· Classroom activities:
I. Colors: Students who are wearing red, gray, or black stand up.

II. Prior knowledge: I.e. sports: Ask students: ” What do they know about sports？”, “ Have you played sports before？.”  Students’ answers could be “Playing sports makes people sweat a lot.”,  “ Basketball is one kind of sport.”,  “ LeBron James is a famous basketball player.”, and “ Each team has five players.” 

III. Diarama：A story of three scenes.

IV. Three ways help students thinking. K. W. L.：K - What do you know？W - What do you want to learn？L - What did you learn？

V. Using the word banks or rhymes to help students memorize vocabulary. Put the words in the classroom, and make the words available to them. Let students get use to writing short and easy sentence in reality. For example, I like my dog.

VI. Idioms：Get students draw or act out the idioms.
