	Warm-up:

1) T asks Ss about the week’s events and the weather using future tense. 
    - What will happen on____?

    - Will it be sunny/cold/rainy?

Presentation: 
“Joseph Had a Little Overcoat”
1) T shows an old jacket and says, “This jacket is old and worn.” “What will I do?”, “Will I throw it away?” “Will I get a new button?” “I think I’ll make something out of it.” “Guess what I’ll make.” Encourage Ss to ask questions, using “Will you make a _____?” T answers yes or no.
2) T presents the storybook and says, “Let’s see what Joseph will do with his old coat.” Introduce the book title and author.

3) T reads the first page using present tense, then ask Ss what they think Joseph will do. “Will he throw it away?” “Will he make something out of it?” Invite a few Ss to predict, using “Will he make a ____?” T answers yes or no.
4) Invite Ss volunteers to come to the front. Show the volunteers the answer in the next page and keep the answer from the class. Have the class say the first few lines, “Joseph has a little ____. It’s old and worn. What will he do? Will he throw it away?” Encourage the rest of the class to raise hands and ask questions until they get the right answers, using “Will he make a ___?”, while the volunteers answer yes or no to the questions. Leave out the last part of the story for later.
Practice: Making Own Story
1) Divide Ss into groups. Invite each group to select a member to come to the front. Have members line up and each chooses a clothing picture card. 
2) Put up pattern strips. Have Ss tell a story together, using the picture cards and patterns.
3) Tell the story a second time. Remind groups to remember their own paragraphs.

Production: Writing the Story
1) Pass out sheets of paper. Have Ss work in groups. Each group writes a paragraph of the story, using future tense. Suggest group members to write one sentence each. Circulate and help when necessary.

2) When done, collect all sheets. Put the sheets in sequence. Have the class read out the story in unison.
