The moon was angry because it got shot down, and told the  Bunun People to live by 3 orders, or else they’d be harmed by the  nature. The f irst order was to grow crops based on the moon cycle. The  second order was to have ceremonies to honour spirits and the last was  to be respectful to each other. This story explains the existence of the  sun and moon, and shows the Bunun’s close connection t o nature.
