Emile Durkheim, a sociologist of the nineteenth century, collected and analyzed data from a number of countries that kept records on suicides. He concluded that social environment should have a strong effect on those behaviors we consider most personal. The results of his study showed that suicide rates do indeed vary according to specific social characteristics. For example, Durkheim found out that members of religions with strong prohibitions against suicide are less likely to commit suicide than are members of religious groups with weaker prohibitions.
