We all know how an angry person looks—wide-eyed, red-faced, with hands shaking.  But why does an angry person look this way?  To answer this question, we must go back thousands of years ago, at a time when people often faced threats from wild animals, from nature, and from each other.  For early humans, feeling angry usually meant there were physical dangers.  Thankfully, for most of us, the physical dangers that made our early ancestors angry have disappeared.  Even though the reasons which cause anger have changed, the body’s responses to anger haven’t.

Angry people’s bodies produce a kind of natural chemical called adrenaline.  When adrenaline enters their bloodstream, it makes them feel excited, sharpens their reflexes, and quickens their reaction time.  As this happens, the heart rate speeds up from a resting heartbeat from around 80 beats per minute to around 180 beats per minute.  Their blood pressure and body temperature both rise.  Their breathing becomes faster, and their breath more shallow.  Their muscles tense, readying for action, and more blood flows into muscle tissue.

Scientists refer to this whole set of body responses as the fight-or-flight reflex.  It evolved over thousands of years as the body’s natural responses to danger.  All these years later, the body still equates anger with danger—the physical responses haven’t changed.  As a result, people losing their temper today look just like their cave-living ancestors of thousands of years ago.
