	Start the lesson by explaining what a supermarket is. Make sure that kids are not confused on what can be bought a supermarket. Mention that there are stores like Carrefour that are not supermarkets. Use pictures and a PowerPoint presentation.

	Students will learn what a supermarket is and that it is different to a convenient store and to department stores.

	Introduce some fruit and vegetable vocabulary that is less common for students (cucumber, zucchini, papaya, guava, etc). Afterwards introduce the idea of a grocery list. Be sure students understand that for today, their list can only contain items that are available for the lesson. 
Introduce dialogue for writing up a grocery list. Partner up with a student and demonstrate the process of writing up the grocery list. Go through the dialogue with the student and then clarify for student understanding about the grocery list procedure. 
Get a new student volunteer and go through the check out procedure. This involves picking 3-5 items available for the lesson and then checking out. 

Students can now partner up and make their list before heading to check out. After students check out, they can then take a turn as the cashier. After checking out, and being a cashier they can grab a worksheet while the rest of the students finish the dialogues.
