What began as a loosely organized protest against corporate greed in September has grown into a nationwide movement against economic    (41)    in the United States.  Although the Occupy Wall Street (OWS) movement originated in New York City’s financial district,   (42)   , similar “occupy” demonstrations have spread to cities across the country.  The protestors have focused their anger on the people they call “the 1 percent,” which refers to the corporate executives and financiers who control the majority of the nation’s wealth,   (43)   

they call themselves “the 99%,” which refers to the majority of Americans who have borne the brunt of the current economic downturn.

The Occupy Wall Street protestors began their demonstration on September 17 by setting up camp in Zuccotti Park,    (44)   is near Wall Street in New York City.  Over the following weeks, more and more people    (45)    an economy that features high unemployment together with rising corporate profits joined the movement as similar demonstrations began in other cities.  The protests have received cautious support from some Democrats, whereas Republicans have mostly criticized the demonstrators. Steve Paul Jobs was an American businessman and inventor widely recognized as a charismatic pioneer of the personal computer revolution.  He was born in San Francisco, California, in 1955 to two university students, who were both unmarried at the time.  He, as a baby, was adopted by Paul and Clara Jobs.  While in high school, Jobs often went to lectures after school at a well known technology company.  He went there so often that it wasn’t long before he was offered a job.  While working there, he met Steve Wozniak, whom he would go on to found Apple with.  After high school, Jobs enrolled in Reed College in Portland, Oregon, but dropped out after just one semester.  He took a job with video game maker Atari, and later traveled to India for a while.  When he came back to America, he returned to Atari for a while, but this wouldn’t last long.  

In 1976, Jobs and Wozniak, along with a couple of other people, founded Apple.  In 1985, Apple's board of directors removed Jobs from his managerial duties as head of the Macintosh division.  Jobs resigned from Apple five months later and founded NeXT Inc. the same year.  In 1997, Apple bought NeXT for $429 million, and brought Jobs back to the company he co-founded again.  In a speech Jobs gave at Stanford University in 2005, he said, “Being fired from Apple was the best thing that could have happened to me. The heaviness of being successful was replaced by the lightness of being a beginner again, less sure about everything. It freed me to enter one of the most creative periods of my life.”  And he added, “I'm pretty sure none of this would have happened if I hadn't been fired from Apple. It was awful-tasting medicine, but I guess the patient needed it.”

In August, 2011, Jobs resigned as CEO of Apple and named Tim Cook, Apple’s chief operating officer his successor.  Jobs remained with the company as chairman of the company's board until the day before his death on October 5, 2011.  The move was not surprising, as it was anticipated that his ongoing health problems would force him to hand over his responsibilities sooner or later.  Following Jobs’ announcement, Apple stock fell over five percent.  Earlier in August, Apple had actually become the most valuable company in the world, but Jobs’ departure caused it to fall back to second place.  With innovative products such as the iPod, iPad, and iPhone, Apple is still the most valuable technology company in the world.  Industry experts do not foresee any significant problems for Apple, as Jobs’ spirit will remain with the company.
