	Discussion with students about fast food restaurants.  Ask what fast food restaurants they go to etc.   

Practice vocabulary using menu board.

Students listen and repeat the words.

Second time through have the students read the words.

	Students will learn about fast food restaurants and the vocabulary needed to order food.

20 mins
	Students listen and repeat dialogue.  Teacher can point to different foods and drinks for students to include in the sentences.

Practice dialogue with group 1 speaking cashiers role and group 2 speaking customers role. Then change roles.

Each student will be given a dialogue card which they must fill in with their food order.  They also have to calculate and fill in the dialogue for how much it will cost.  They then practice speaking the dialogue with a partner.

Half of group 1 will line up as the customers and the other half line up as cashiers.  They take turns to complete the dialogue.  The customers will “eat” their meal and then put the food items back.  The customer group and the cashier group will then swap roles and complete the dialogue.

While group 1 are speaking the dialogue group 2 will be completing a fast food handout activity related to the dialogue.  

Group 1 then swaps with group 2 and they reverse activities.

	Students will learn to speak the dialogue of the cashier and the customer when ordering food.
Students will be able to calculate how much their menu order costs and practice speaking the dialogue. 

Students will role play and speak the dialogue to order fast food and to also take a fast food order.

Students will complete a fast food related handout focusing on vocabulary, dialogue and calculating prices.

	Teacher will review the lesson with whole class or by asking individuals to speak the vocabulary words, parts of the dialogue or calculating menu items.
